    Once again, the season is upon us.  As we approach the 15th of  çéáè many of us find ourselves running against the clock, gasping for air, 

hoping we will actually complete the necessary preparations for the Úß.  Ironically, as we prepare for the ôFestival of Freedomõ the last thing that 

we feel is free as we work tirelessly to ready our homes and our lives for ßéì. 

 Perhaps this would be a good last minute opportunity to remind ourselves of the importance of focused reflection throughout o ur cele-

bration of ßéì.  while higher levels of  ÜèÝÝã are generally not essential for the fulfillment of òÝÝîæ, we should nevertheless strive to gain deeper 

appreciation and renewed inspiration as we celebrate  ÝèáòÝðß çæÞ.  Our goal and expectation should be to emerge from  ßéì inspired, motivated and 

transformed. Þß" ä teach us that every  ÙÝà åÝá has a unique blessing that it offers.  This is reflected in our  ÙÝà åÝá liturgy as it is written, "Ü ÝèØáñÜÝ '

âÛêÝæ òãðÙ òØ ÝèáïÝäØ  ." .  One should not assume however, that this blessing is a natural or direct consequence of the day.  Understandably, one need s 

to make a deliberate and conscious effort to earn all that the  Úß has to offer.   

 ßéì is a holiday centered around åáðêáñ, measurements.  We learn about a  òáÞã of  íæß and we try to identify a  òáÞã of Üîæ.  We meticulously 

calculate the metric equivalent of a  òáêáÙð of wine.  At the  ðÛé we carefully watch the clock, assuring that we fulfill the necessary requirements 

before òÝîß. We are told when to lean and when not to lean.  We are instructed when to wash and when to dip, when to sing and when to ta lk.  Often 

times we tend to get lost in the many details and consequently fail to appreciate the beauty and relevance of that which we a re celebrating.  Yes, it 

is true that to fulfill that  ÜÝîæ of  Üîæ one must adhere to the law and consume an exact measurement within the prescribed period of time.  But 

that is only the entry point.  We can choose to go beyond.  We can choose to walk away from  ßéì with something more than just the taste of the 

 Üîæ in our mouths.   

 We must not forget that "åáðîææ Øîá ØÝÜ ÝäáØã Ýæîê òØ òÝØðä åÛØ Ùááß "ú , òone is obligated to envision himself as if he has left åáðîæ.ó  The 

nature of this unique obligation, to relive and experience the  ÜäÝØÚ on ßéì, cannot be defined by conventional measurements and universal 

standards.  Rather, the inherent subjectivity of this obligation necessitates personal consideration and reflection.  Proper ful fillment of this  ÜÝîæ 

can only be achieved if one is willing to open his heart and mind to the timeless lessons of the ÜÛÚÜ.  The  ßéì experience can offer us an enhanced 

awareness and a deeper appreciation of Ü òßÚñÜ' . Through our recollection of events in the past we can better relate to the trying times in which 

we live and can more easily develop a meaningful connection with our ever unfolding future.  Like many things in life, the at tai nment of this invigo-

rating perspective requires effort on our part.  The   ÛáÚæ and the  ääÜ should become the focus of our åáðÛé. We should focus upon, contemplate and 

connect with the messages of the ÜÛÚÜ.  Everyone at the  ðÛé should be encouraged to share in this endeavor and the ancient words of the  ÜÛÚÜ

should come to life before our eyes.  May we indeed merit to experience a genuine celebration of ÝèáòÝðß çæÞ, the holiday of our freedom.  And may 

we merit witnessing the realization of the final  ÜäÝØÚ in our day.   ßæñÝ ðñã Úß to all .                Rabbi L. Rothwachs , 8B2

This year the PTA sponsored cultural arts education programs 

for several classes.  Museum educator, Elana Kaplan, 

presented unique and creative programs to our third and 

sixth grade students.  Here is a taste of the exciting 

programs. 

        Is it possible to learn math concepts through museum 

masterpieces? That is exactly what your 3rd grade children 

experienced through a program called Math in Art. We were 

able to delve deeply into interesting works of art and engage 

in math-related discussions and a hands-on project. We 

discussed the concepts of numbers in art, multiplying images, 

patterns and geometric shapes by looking at masterpieces 

including  The Figure Five in Gold by Charles Demuth (1928);  

The Card Players by Paul Cezanne (1890); Composition by Piet 

Mondrian (1921) and a number of Andy Warhol paintings 

including Mickey Mouse, Marilyn,  Nine Jackies and Campbells 

Soup Cans. Afterwards, each child designed their own art 

work in the Warhol style. They used block ink and made 

multiple images of their art work. The works of art were 

quite original! 

      The 6th grade program was linked directly to their 

curriculum. After completing their study of Ancient Greece 

and Rome, the students had a Powerpoint talk and art 

workshop which was a visual reinforcement of the concepts 

they learned about in a book. They saw images of sculpture 

and pottery, mainly from the golden age of Athens. The works 

of art included: Seated Harp Player (ca.2800-2700 B.C.); 

Marble stele of a youth (ca. 530 B.C.); Terracotta Panathenaic 

prize amphora (530 B.C.); Terracotta amphora (ca. 490 B.C.); 

Grave stele of a little girl with her pet doves (ca. 450-440 

B.C.)  

    The students were encouraged to observe the images and 

talk about what they saw and what they could learn about the 

time period based on the images. This discussion led to many 

interesting questions and observations. One student 

questioned the moral issues surrounding the idea of removing 

art from its place of origin. After viewing the art, the 

students had an art-making session using clay. The students 

were given clay and tools and encouraged to make something 

that they had seen in their art talk or learned about in their 

studies of Ancient Greece and Rome.

THE SUN WILL  SHINE AGAIN  

  

 As if natural disasters have not 

shown themselves enough around the globe, 

this area has undergone a very difficult 

storm season, crowned by this weekend's 

powerful nor'easter. The most difficult 

part of a natural disaster is the total lack 

of control individuals or groups have over 

it. The storms - snow, rain, and wind ð have 

made life very challenging this winter. This 

community and student body both collec-

tively and individually may be experiencing 

loss along the spectrum ranging from dam-

age to one's home, displacement, and the 

death of two Teaneck parents. This cre-

ates more worries for everyone to harvest. 

Storms that create so much damage are 

terrifying. They also present opportunities 

for individuals to make choices about how 

to handle them. It is important to remem-

ber that the sun will  shine again. 

 

 In the days and weeks following 

the earthquakes and storms both near and 

far, people have exhibited both the best 

and the worst of human behavior. Many 

people have turned to religion and spiritual 

beliefs to try to explain the events. Oth-

ers consider the events to be a product of 

chance that just happens to occur accord-

ing to peopleõs good or bad luck of being in 

the vicinity. Regardless of the explanations 

for these occurrences, actions, activities, 

and behavior are still in the control of indi-

viduals in and out of the immediate prob-

lem.  

 

 At these times, fear can affect 

everyone and children may be affected 

even more than most adults. Children feel 

vulnerable very frequently either from 

things they see and hear or think they see 

and hear, even when their adults provide 

them with security and protection. At the 

back of their minds they worry about ter-

rible things happening both to them and to 

others that matter to them. Families may 

need physical assistance for shelter, food, 

clothing, the basics of existence, in addi-

tion to the emotional and academic needs 

that are impeding their lives. Children of-

ten worry that similar troubles may happen 

to them, especially if they realize that 

children like them and their families may 

be involved in these situations.  

 

 People are not born with coping 

skills for personal or community challenges. 

These skills are learned through experience 

and modeling. Every day every person faces 

challenges and choices, some more worri-

some than others. Parents and teachers 

have a large responsibility to assist children 

in the development of their coping skills 

from the time they are small, the same way 

they learn everything else they need to 

know as they grow, especially when dealing 

with the unexpected. Adults have other life 

experiences to draw from to help them get 

through a lot of difficult times, which chil-

dren will accrue as they grow. Learning cop-

ing skills is essential to fostering independ-

ence and a strong sense of security.   When 

a person feels equipped to handle the things 

that life throws her or his way s/he feels 

more self assured and better prepared to 

function independently, even through the 

scary and the sad moments.  

 

 Throughout situations like this, it 

is important to keep to regular routines. It 

is difficult to maintain those regular rou-

tines when school is on vacation, particularly 

around the upcoming yomtov vacation. How-

ever, it is possible to maintain flexible, yet 

fixed bedtimes, chores, and activities that 

keep the family functioning on a normal keel. 

That brings security to the whole family as 

reasonable and structured expectations 

have to be put into practice.  

 

 There is a lot of literature avail-

able for parents to help their children cope 

with worries and fears when natural disas-

ters appear out of human control, which, of 

course, they are. As noted in the RYNJ 

email on Tuesday, if you find that you or 

your children are having difficulty dealing 

with the events of this past week, feel free 

to contact the Department of Counseling 

and Psychological Services so that we can 

assist you in finding some comfort zone for 

dealing with these issues.
